	The principle of review reminds us that the teaching ministry of the Holy Spirit.
	

	28
	The Holy Spirit often teaches indirectly through others. That is why we ought to be willing to be a part of His teaching ministry in the lives of others.
	

	29
	The Greek language has three genders: masculine, feminine and neuter.

	The Holy Spirit possesses positive and negative emotions.
	

	31
	Some of the identity names of the Holy Spirit link Him to Elohim, a New Testament name for God.
	

	32
	Personal and corporate revival comes when we recognize the Holy Spirit as God, repent of those sins that He brings to our attention, and yield to His leading by obeying the known will of God.
	

	33
	The  identity names  of  the  Holy Spirit  that  link  Him  with  El  Elyon emphasize the idea that the power of the Holy Spirit is supreme over whatever power may be associated with other spiritual beings.
	

	34
	The ministry of the Holy Spirit in the Old Testament era has the reality of the abiding presence of the Holy Spirit and His continuing ministry in the life of believers been realized.
	

	35
	The  Holy  Spirit  is  portrayed  in  Scripture  as  teaching  and  training Christians.
	

	36
	The coming of the Spirit on the Day of Pentecost is a reminder of the Reliabili y of the other promises of God in Scripture.
	

	37
	Sometimes a Christian parent will select a biblical name for their child, hoping the child will mature to become a man or woman of God just like the one after whom they are named.

	In order to fully understand whom the Holy Spirit is, it is important to realize that although a name may isolate a particular characteristic, the

Spirit Himself possesses all of these character traits interwoven together.
	

	39
	When  the  Holy  Spirit  is  described  as  the  Eternal  Spirit,  these  titles emphasize the nature of God in His self-existence.
	

	40
	It is possible for an imperfect human having limited rational ability to conceive  of  an  unlimited  God  who  is  all-powerful  and  eternal  in attributes.
	

	41
	The Spirit of the Holy God revealed to David the meaning of visions and dreams.
	

	42
	When Peter prayed that the Ephesians be given the Spirit of Revelation, he was requesting that the same Holy Spirit who revealed truth to him as he wrote would help the reader "uncover" or understand the message that was written.
	

	43
	One of the guiding principles of revelation is expressed in the biblical statement, "The spirits of the prophets are subject to the prophets".
	

	44
	The title the Spirit of Prophecy emphasizes the role of the Holy Spirit beyond His guiding of the human authors to ensuring that the message itself was inspired.
	

	45
	“Anointing”  is  the  ministry  of  the  Holy  Spirit  that  enables  us  to understand and apply the spiritual message of the Scriptures.
	

	46
	“Illumination” is also described as "the fullness of God".
	

	47
	The Principle of the Author/Friend suggests that, as we experience the helping ministry of the Holy Spirit in our lives, we should be motivated to read the Bible to apply it to life.
	

	48
	The activity of the Holy Spirit in creation is described as a passive work.
	

	49
	An  appreciation  of  the  creative  work  of  the  Voice  of  the  LORD  is foundational to a healthy and growing faith in God.
	

	50
	The Holy Spirit shared in the planning of creation.
	

	51
	The term Finger of God implies the principle of the sword of the Spirit.
	

	52
	The Holy Spirit uses spiritual counsel from others as a means of leading in our lives.
	

	53
	Christians  often  experience  changes  in  their  circumstances  that  are beyond the control of the Holy Spirit.
	

	54
	The Holy Spirit is the Spirit of Christ.
	

	55
	Feelings  and  excitement  are  the  inevitable  by-products  of  the  Holy Spirit's work in our hearts.
	

	56
	Ephesians 4:3 is an implied title of the Holy Spirit which relates to theSpirit of Power.
	

	57
	Ephesians 5:9 relates to the Spirit of Fruitfulness.
	

	58
	The Spirit of Fullness is a title of the Holy Spirit implied in Ephesians 6:17,18.
	

	59
	When we begin to recognize hurting people and to help them, it will change our attitude toward those who offend us and help us to avoid sinning against the Holy Spirit.
	

	60
	The Principle of Deliberate Steps implied in Paul's appeal is nurturing others.
	

	61
	The description of the Holy Spirit in the Epistle to the Ephesians portrays His balanced ministry and emphasizes the important role He has in the

Christian life.
	

	62
	The word "revive" means to live again, and at this revival I felt that New Testament Christianity was alive again.
	

	63
	The Spirit of Life is based on the Old Testament Shekinah.
	

	64
	On the Day of Pentecost two anointings were practiced: the anointing of blood and the anointing of oil.
	

	65
	One of the Hebrew words translated "revival" in the Old Testament is chayah.
	

	66
	Some of the revival terms for the Holy Spirit are tied to the picture of the Spirit watering the ground.
	

	67
	Many of the prophetic statements concerning the outpouring of the Holy Spirit refer to a time when the people recognize Christ as He returns to establish His Kingdom.
	

	68
	The expression "with one accord" is often used to characterize the revival blessing to those who properly worship Him.
	

	69
	Sacrificial giving is an essential condition to be met in preparing for an outpouring of the Holy Spirit.
	

	70
	We cannot do anything to bring revival about in our generation.
	

	71
	The anointing is among the various pictorial names of the Holy Spirit.
	

	72
	In the New Testament context, only a few believers were filled with the Spirit for service.
	

	73
	But  on  the  Day  of  Pentecost,  tongues  of  fire  appeared  over  those gathered in the Upper Room as the Holy Spirit was poured out on them.
	

	74
	The ministry of the Holy Spirit in our lives is a gaurantee of future blessings God also intends to bestow upon us.
	

	75
	The doorkeeper is the Holy Spirit who opens the door of a wardrobe filled with various styles of clothing.
	

	76
	The morning dew symbolizes a dove sitting in its nest.
	

	77
	The dove serves to remind us of His role in creation, His beauty and His gentle character.
	

	78
	Jesus promised that the Holy Spirit would be like rivers of living water.
	

	79
	John 3:8 refers to the Holy Spriit coming down like rain upon the mown grass and like showers that water the earth.
	

	80
	Paul described his converts as "an epistle of Christ, ministered by us, written not with ink but by the Spirit of the living God, not on tablets of stone but on tablets of flesh, that is, of the heart".
	

	81
	The Spirit of Wisdom is God’s ability to distinguish the authentic from the counterfeit.
	

	82
	The Holy Spirit is the forgotten or unknown Person of the Trinity.
	

	83
	The sevenfold representation of the Holy Spirit is a complete description of who He is.
	

	84
	The Spirit of the Lord may be viewed as the primary name of the Holy Spirit in Isaiah's list.
	

	85
	Understanding includes the ability to distinguish the differences between or among things despite their similarities.
	

	86
	The description of the Holy Spirit as Seven Horns suggests His presence.
	

	87
	The Scriptures often use anthropomorphisms to describe what God is like.
	

	88
	When John referred to "the seven Spirits who are before His throne" (Rev. 1:4; 3:1; 4:5; 5:6), he was emphasizing the role of the Holy Spirit in His full governmental action.
	

	89
	The Arm of the Lord refers to the work of the Holy Spirit.
	

	90
	The Express Image of His Person rerfers to the Person of the Holy Spirit.
